Accent Marks

As you learn Spanish, you will need to get used to seeing accent marks. Usually, if you see a
mark like this ~ over the letters a, ¢, i, 0, or u, it will mean that that is the letter which is
stressed or sounded the hardest as you say the word. For example, in a word like nacién, we
stress the o; in estd, we hit the a more than the e; in tinel, we sound the u harder than the e,

Other Things to Know

In Spanish, we do not say [, vou, he, she, it, we or they as much as we do in English. In fact,
they are more often omitted than used, as long as the meaning is clear from the context of the
conversation.

One last note about the text. We have not used any verb tense except the present tense. That
was so you could attain a level of conversational Spanish quickly. You'll be surprised how
much you can say in the present tense, but later you will probably want to expand your
knowledge of Spanish to other tenses.

Most verbs with an ar for the infinitive follow a simple pattern which allows you to express
ideas about yourself or another person. By substituting an o for the ar, you can talk about
yourself.

A drogueria is somewhat similar to our drugstore where a great variety of products is available,

many unrelated to medical needs: facial tissues, records, shampoo and hair care items, etc.

Also, you can buy over-the-counter medicines in the drogueria. Some of the more lavish ones

even have a discotheque. A farmacia, on the other hand, deals only in medicines and health
