Greet people with a ‘Buenos dias’ or ‘Buenas tardes’ on
entering a lift, as it’s rude not to acknowledge them.

Spain is not a queuing country: people do not queue in bus stops.
In places such as shops, banks, markets etc, people ask ‘¢quién
es el altimo?’ which means ‘who is the last one?’

When addressing elders or people you have been just introduced
to, use the formal ‘Usted’ mode of address.

It is normal for people to stand or sit very close to each other
when talking, which may be closer than you’re used to. Pulling
away from your counterpart may be regarded as unfriendly.

Taking up spare seats at a table that’s already occupied is not
common.

The Spanish do not make a habit of saying ‘please’ and ‘thank
you’ very much — it is implied in the tone of voice. It is a cultural
thing, so don’t think they are being rude!

When you enter a restaurant or a home where people are eating,
it’s polite to say ‘que aproveche’, meaning ‘enjoy your meal’.

If you receive a gift, you should open it straightaway and in front
of the giver.

Expect to be interrupted when speaking!

Cover your shoulders and legs when visiting religious buildings.

Nouns

Unlike English, Spanish nouns have a gender: they are either masculine (el)
or feminine (la). Therefore words for ‘the’ and ‘a(n)’ must agree with the
noun they accompany — whether masculine, feminine or plural:

Masculine Feminine Plural
the el gato la plaza los gatos, las
plazas
a, an un gato una plaza unos gatos, unas
plazas

The ending of the noun will usually indicate whether it is masculine or
feminine:

-0 or -or are generally masculine
-a, -dad, -ién, -tud, -umbre are generally feminine

Formation of plurals

The articles el and la become los and las in the plural. Nouns ending with a
vowel become plural by adding -s:

el gato - los gatos
la plaza - las plazas

la calle — las calles

If the noun ends in a consonant, -es is added:

Nouns ending in -z change their ending to -ces in the plural:

el lapiz — los lapices

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Adjectives

Adjectives normally follow the nouns they describe in Spanish, e.g. la
manzana roja (the red apple). Spanish adjectives also reflect the gender of
the noun they describe. To make an adjective feminine, the masculine -o
ending is changed to -a; and the endings -an, -6n, -or, -és change to -ana, -
ona, -ora, -esa (adjectives ending in -e don’t change):

Verbs

A verb is a word such as ‘sing’, ‘walk’ or ‘cry’ which is used with a subject
to say what someone or something does or what happens to them. Regular
verbs follow the same pattern of endings. Irregular verbs do not follow a
regular pattern so you need to learn the different endings.

There are three main patterns of endings for Spanish verbs — those ending -
ar, -er and -ir in the dictionary.

Often the
words usted and ustedes are omitted, but the verb ending itself indicates
that you are using the polite form. The informal words for you are td
